Presently she is investigating on the structural, dielectric and
magnetic properties of Nd and Cobaltdmped BiFe@ceramics

in collaboration with the Nanophysics lab of BUET.

The aim of the above research project is to make a data base for
the presence of any kind of artificialdiaactive nuclide in soil
samples of Bangladesh. This is being done under a joint
collaboration between the Department of Physics, Dhaka
University and the Atomic Energy Centre, Dhaka.

Under this project, measurements have been performed to study
the distibution of both natural and artificial radionuclides in the

surface soils of different districts of Bangladesh. The districts
include Comilla, Bhramanbaria, Tangail, Shatkhira, Patuakhali
and Sylhet. At present studies are being carried on in four
different districts. So far, no artificial radionuclides have been
found in any soil simples except for the Sylhet district, where the
presence of 137Cs has been detected in two soil samples of
Companigong.

Prof. Dr. Md. Abdus Satter is doing resgaron the theoretical
study of magnetic impurities in metals. He is also studying the
magnetic anisotropy and spin glass property of dilute magnetic
alloy. Prof. Satter is also interested in relativistic band structure
calculation of heavy material like gbusing relativistic density
functional formalism.

Prof. Dr. Hosne Jahan Begum is working to investigate the
dielectric properties of different polymeric systems.

Raman Spectroscopy (LRS) are being done by the Modern
Optics & Laser Physics group. Prof. Dr. Kazi Monowar Abedin
(on leave), Prof. Dr. Aminul Islam Taldkr, Professor Dr. Md.
Wahadoszamen, and Mr. Zulfigar Hasan Khan (on leave) were
involved in this research. The spontaneous emission lifetimes of

*Ps, of excited neutral nitrogen atom (NI) and the atomic
excitation temperature (plasma temperature) decay time constant
were measured by using a novel application of TResolved
Laser Induced Breakdown Spectroscopy {IRS) technique.

In this work, the TRLIBS technique has been improved as a
more versatile and direct method for determining various decay
time constants.

In the present TRIBS set up, the second harmonic at 532 nm
from a Qswitched Nd: YAG laser was focusedto the target to
produce a micrgplasma. Characteristic emission lines of elements
present in the sample were collected by an optical fiber and
subsequently detected by a Czérfyrner monochromator and a
gated ICCD detector.

The spontaneous emissionelime and the atomic excitation
temperature decay time constants were measured by fitting the
experimental points of the intensity vs. time plot with a bi
exponential fit. The results of the-&éxponential fit were also
checked by serbgarithmic plot of the experimental points
which gave two straight lines with two distinctively different
slopes.

The lasetinduced atomic excitation temperature decay time
constant was found to be 1208 ns which compares well with the
published results obtained by SaBaltzmann plot.

The TRLIBS technique was also used to observe the
wavelength shift (expected red shift) of the emission line of
neutral nitrogen atom (NI) as a function of delay time for
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different laser pulse energies. The peak wavelengths of the three
emission lines of NI decrease exponentially with increasing
delay time, which is contrary to the expected Doppler shift due
to the ablation velocity of the atoms/ions in the plasma. This
shift (the observed blue shift instead of expected red shift)
happened atll the three geometrical configurations of the
detection system with respect to the direction of the incident
laser beam (at perpendicular configuration on both sides of the
beam and at 15 degrees with the incoming direction of the laser
beam).

Prof. Dr. A.B.M. Obaidul Islam is supervising several students
on the identification of trap centers of semiconducting materials
with controllable different doping by analyzing DLTS spectra
and characterizing TSC and TSCAP. He is also working on the
characterizabn of the semiconducting properties of crystalline
organic molecules and conducting polymers. An experimental
set up is now under preparation. Work is progressing on
photoelectric and magnetic process. He is also continuing his
research work on the chatadzation of thin film of binary and
ternary semiconducting compounds using electrode position
technique for solar cell application. Presently Dr. Islam is
working on the following topics:

a) Investigation of electrical and optical properties of chelgical
deposited thin films of binary and ternary semiconducting
compounds for solar cell applications.

b) Investigation of optoelectrical properties of several organic
semiconducting compounds.

c) Characterization of structural and electrical properties of
Copolymer (Polyvinyl chloride/vinyl acetate).

Prof. Dr. Supriya Saha is working on theoretical solid state
physics. She is progressing well in her research work on the
determination of electron state, spectral density, Fermi energy
and total energy of purand compound metals using linear
Muffintin orbital method and recursion technique. Electronic
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structure of copper, manganese, gold, iron, silver, cobalt, nickel,
etc. metals and their compounds have been determined.

Prof. Dr. Md. Kamrul Hassan: The maiasearch areas of Dr.
Hassan are statistical phenomena which are far from equilibrium.
One of the biggest hurdles in handling problems in such
phenomena is that there hardly exists any systematic standard
theoretical framework for describing them and tisisn sharp
contrast to its equilibrium counterpart. However, it has been
found that the stochastic processes and the rate equation
approach in the form of master equation are found to be
increasingly useful in capturing a wide class of “eguilibrium
prenomena and the research
this category. To this end, Dr. Hassan recently proposed a model
on condensatiodriven aggregation and found the emergence of
fractal analytically for the first time in aggregation process
which has been published in the Physical Review E (Published
by APS, USA). More recently, Dr. Hassan proposed another
model that genetates a stochastic lattice which has-feale
coordination number disorder and multifractal size disorder
(published in one ofleading peer review journals, the New
Journal of Physics published by IOP, UK).

However, recently Dr. Hassan has been working extensively on
complex network theory and the theory of percolation. To this he
found some extremely exciting results both the areas of
research. Dr. Hassan and his group proposed a new mechanism
for scalefree network. In percolation, it has been known for the
50 years that the numerical values of the various critical
exponents depend on the dimension of the lattice and
independent of the detailed structure of the lattice. Besides, the
values of the critical exponents do not depend on the type of
percolation. However, recently they have shown exception. They
performed percolation on a very unique lattice which Dr. Hasan
propased in 2009. The lattice is unique because it is a random
lattice as its coordination number distribution follows a pewer
law and the size distribution of its cells can be best described as
multi-multifractal.

Currently he is
working on the simulation of the director profile of the liquid
crystal molecules. Along with Prof. Dr. Golam Md. Bhuiyan of
the Theoretical Physics Department, Dhaka Univerhity is
working on the study of different thermodynamical and transport
properties of transition metals and their alloys.

He has also started a project on the construction of Dye
Synthesized Solar Cells (DSSC) and improving their efficiency.
He is also worlng in the field of Econophysics especially on the
distribution of price returns of the stock price of different stock
markets.

Dr. M. Sahabul Alam had been working in the area of
Nanophysics. His research was centered on electronic bulk and
interface poperties of organic, inorganic, and biological nano
materials using various Scanning Probe Microscopy (SPM)
techniques, such as, Scanning Tunneling Microscopy (STM),
Atomic Force Microscopy (AFM), Electric Force Microscopy
(EFM), and Scanning Electron Mascopy (SEM).

Over the last few years Dr. Alam had made-suale electrical
measurements using a Veeco Scanning Probe Microscope (SPM)
and a selimade lowdrift STM head equipped with RHK
technology. Using an Omicron UHV variakiemperature
system, he imestigated conduction in single molecules between
electrodes, focusing on porphyrins, which are the active
molecules in photosynthesis. Recently, the group of Dr. Alam
synthesised Graphene, Graphene Oxide (GO) and Reduced
Graphene Oxide (RGO). They sucdallg characterized the
structural, electrical as well as optical properties of these two
dimensional carbon materials. RGO could be a potential
candidate for photovoltaic solar cell as a transparent electrode. In
December 2010, he installed a Scanningngling Microscope
(STM) in the Department of Physics, Curzon Hall, in order to
promote the research work in the area of Nanophysics. The
machine is functioning well. This valuable equipment has been
donated by the German Research Foundation (DFG) and the
University of ErlangesNuremberg, Germany.

Unfortunately, Dr. M. Sahabul Alam is no more with us.

Dr. Mohammad Mizanur Rahman has been working on the
development of metallic nanostructures, synthesis of
nanoparticles for applications in plasmonics andrfeége
Enhanced Raman Spectroscopy (SERS). He is developing a
system to fabricate large area nanostructures for SERS and solar
cell usages. He is also interested in solar cell efficiency
improvement by plasmonic effects.

He has research experience on semicictor materials
deposition, its characterization, crystallography, AFM, scanning
tunneling microscopy (STM), ultra high vacuum (UHV) and all
other necessary techniques for materials characterizations.

Mr. Golam Dastegir AlQuaderi, together with Probr. Arshad
Momen of the Theoretical Physics Department, Dhaka
University and Dr. Tanvir Noor Baig of Case Western Reserve
University, Cleveland, Ohio, United States, is working on the

Dr. Md. Naimul Islam is doing research on Medical Physics.
Currently, he is working on neinvasive determination of
temperature in deep body tumours, specifically on liver tissue
during mild hyperthermia usiniylagnetic Resonance Imaging
(MRI) in collaboration with the Sir Peter Mansfield Magnetic
Resonance Centre at the University of Nottingham in UK. He is
also doing research on Electrical Impedance Measurement
Techniqgues and ECG in collaboration with Profesfan
Siddique e Rabbani from the Biomedical Physics and
Technology department. He also has research experience-on non
invasive temperature measurements using ultrasound and
electrical impedance methods.

Dr. Mohammad Shahjahan uses three -firiticiples electronic
structure calculation methods, namely K&Ieen's function,
FLAPW (full-potential linear augmented plane wave) and PAW
(Projector Augmented Wave) and study dilute magnetic states
(DMS), band structures, magnetic properties, enthalpy of
formations, and hyperfine fields based on transition metal doped
in wide gap chalcopyrite semiconductors. Hydrogen storage
energy is calculated with various bulk, surface, and nanoparticle
models using the PAW scheme implemented in VASP package.
Density functional theory (DFT) is the basic platform of
calculations to design real spintronics materials exploited in
commercial applications. Previously, he worked on some model
pseudopotential calculations of thermal conductivity of metallic
glasses at low temperatureSubsequently, he had calculated
surface, static and transport properties of some liquid metals.
Liquid state properties of some liquidd 3ransition metals,
namely a study of structural, thermodynamic, atomic & thermal
transport and surface propertiesligliid and amorphous metals
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and their binary alloys. So far, we used the sgsliablished
pseudopotential theories, thermodynamic perturbation method
(WCA, LWCA etc.). In the study of thermal transport properties,
the two level tunneling model is used. ¢@tl calculated the
atomic transport properties namely the shear viscosity and
diffusion coefficient of liquid binary alloys, where we used the
statistical theoretical method as proposed by Rice and Allnatt [J.
Chem. Phys. 34 (1961) 2144]. To develop fitient electronic
transport theory which describes the electrical resistivity from
the view point of different mechanisms (Normal and Umklapp
type) involved in the scattering process is a remaining issue.

Dr. Kazi Hanium Maria is interested in the resda and

development of various functional materials which include
ceramic magnetic materials, glassy (amorphous) magnetic
materials, carbon  nanotube  production, purification,
functionalization, nanostructured/ nanocomposite materials,
nanoparticle synthesi and characterization, development of
metallic alloys/ intermetallic and their heat treatment and
beneficiation of various minerals. Currently she has started to
make nanocomposite using cellulose and carbon nanotube.

Dr. Alamgir Kabir is working in thearea of nanophysics. In
particular Dr. Kabir is simulating magnetic nanoparticls and
studying various properties of transition metal nanopatrticles. The
mai n purpose of kabiros
technological and biomedical applicats. In his research, Dr.
kabir apply Density Functional Theory (DFT) and Dynamical
MeanField Theory (DMFT) approaches as theoretical tools. Dr
Kabir and his group have developed n@fel+DMFT code
which is suitable for studying materials havingrbitals and §
orbitals.

The main research field of Dr. Talal Ahmed Chowdhury is the
Theoretical High Energy BBics which is one of frontiers of
research in Fundamental Physics. His research interest includes
Beyond Standard Model (BSM) Phenomenology, Dark Matter
Model Building and Phenomenology, Thermal Field Theory,
Electroweak Phase Transition, Baryogenesid]ideo Physics,
Neutrino Physics and Astroparticle Physics.

His recent focus was the Ndinimal Higgs Sector of the
Standard model in the light of Lepton Flavor Violating (LFV)
processes. He has shown that the larger Electroweak Multiplets
of the Standard/odel are disfavored by the current bounds and
future limits of different LFV Processes. The result of this work
has been published in Journal of High Energy Physics; JHEP12
(2015) 040, which is also the first paper from Bangladesh in this
high impact fator (6.023 in 2015) journal on High Energy
Physics.

Currently he is investigation the Ndterturbative sommerfeld
Enhancement in the Dark Matter models with larger electroweak
multiplets and its impact on the Dark Matter indirect detection
with Cherenkov Telescope Array (CTA).

Departmental Research Programs

Physical Chemistry

Research in the fields of surface chemistry, electrochemistry,
photochemistry and kinetics of reactions in solutions and
hetrogeneous reactions was continued during the year. In the field
of surface chemistry, reactions of hydrocarbons on various metal
oxides and metal oxidgolymer composites was investigated.
Further, studies on the adsorption of toxic elements on fresh and
used tea leaves was continued. In the field of electrochemistry,
interaction of various organic ligands with metal ions and redox
properties of various dyes is being investigated. Work in the
photoelectrochemistry is also being continued. Work is goinmon
the application of the Fenton process and various semiconducting
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metal oxides for the degradation of dyes in aquatic medium. New
projects taken up in the physical chemistry research laboratories
include the development of solar cells, removal of ardeoin water

by physical methods, removal of aquatic pollutants and effect of
radiation on pesticides. Besides, several projects on the destruction
of environmental pollutants emitted from factories by physico
chemical methods were taken up. In this regaollaboration with
the Lamar University, Uu. S. A. on
stabilizationo wa s continued.
Utsonomia University, Japan, was initiated during the year. A new
joint project on the application of ptoelectrochemistry for the
control of environmental pollution was taken up by the physical and
inorganic sections of the department. Further, work on the
preparation and characterization of supported manganese oxide
catalysts was continued. A new projesh the preparation of
nanocrystalline materials was taken up, and some progress was made
in the preparation and characterization of nanocrystalline materials.

Organic Chemistry

Research in the field at Organic synthesis, natural products
(terrestrial phnts and endophytic fungi) preparation of
polysaccharides derivatives from agricultural wastes for industrial
and pharmaceutical use, studies of carbohydrates for nutritional
value and research on organic pollutants in food and environment
were continuedh the year 2012013.

Potentially bioactive cyclic spiro compounds and barbituric acid
derivatives were synthesized by Michael condensation reaction.
N.M.R. and mass spectrometric analysis of these compounds were
made with the help of Kent State UnivéysiU.S.A. and Kanazawa
University, Japan. The results from these investigations indicate that
some of the compounds synthesized possessamtier properties

and some of them possess sedative properties. Further research is
being continued to impart desd bioactivity to the compounds by
bringing about necessary structural changes. Synthesis of thiopyrans
and thiocans were also synthesized during the period.
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Facilities for doing research in Organic Pollutants have been
enhanced getting financial suppdrom ISP, Uppsala University,
Sweden. Organohlorine pesticide residues in fish, and water
sample from different areas of Bangladesh including DDT factory
area of Barabkundu, Chittagong amd Persistent Organic Pollutants
(POPs) in human blood samples weoatinued.

the period 2012013. Sythetic pheromones iwh are used in
vegetable production also cariedout is going on for a couple of years.
Earlier, research collaborations with Bangladesh Tea Research
Institute (BTRI), Shrimongal, and Bangladesh Agricultural Research
Instituted (BARI), Gazipur have been aslished to study the
dissipation pattern of modern pesticides in tea and vegetable
samples, respectively and to find out their safe harvesting periods.
Various types of vegetables rice and spice samples were collected
from different areas of Bangladeshdamnlysed to identify the
presence of diazinon chlorpyrifos, fenvelerate, cypermethrine,
imidachorpid and carbofuran. All collaborations are on going which
increased the multidisciplinary research activities of the department.

Phytochemical research ihe organic section of the Department is
as old as the University. Isolation of secondary metabolites from
different medicinal plants and their structure elucidation are going
on. In addition, in the present times isolation of secondary
metabolites from medinal plants is being done with their biological
activities of the plant materials.

A joint research project was started by the Department of Chemistry
& the Department of Microbiology, University of Dhaka and
Chemistry Department of the Universitie$ Braunschweig and
Padderborn, Germany. Under this project, endophytic fungi from
local medicinal plants were isolated, cultured and large scale
fermentation was done. Secondary metabolites from the fungal
extract were isolated and characterized. Latértha facilities for
isolation, culture, suoulture and large fermentation of fungi were
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developed at the Department of Chemistry. Work on endophytic
fungi is going on.

Inorganic and Analytical Chemistry

The main research projects in the Inorganicd aAnalytical
Chemistry section are the preparation of inorganic solids and their
structure determination, investigation of the interaction of drugs with
metal ions and determination of complexation, reaction of metal ions
with macrocyclic ligands, and symsis of new complex compounds
and determination of their structures. Water quality parameters and
heavy metal profile of various water samples were also studied.
Work is also going on the reaction of various metal ions with organic
compounds, coordinationhemistry, solutesolvent interaction and
electrical properties of solutions. Very recently, research has been
initiated in the field of nuclear chemistry with the cooperation of the
Atomic Energy Centre, Dhaka. In this project, determination of
radium aml thorium in ground water and identification of their
sources is being carried out.

In the field of analytical chemistry, considerable progress has been
carrying out in the interaction of essential and toxic heavy elements
with compounds present in theuatic system and their effects on
living oraganisim. Moreover, a research on the preparation of cost
effective composite Cement with wastes or by products of different
industries has been carrying out.

The method for the determination of trace arseniwwarter, Soil and
food materials have been done by using hydride AAS and electro
analytical method. Study of air quality and trace metal profile in air
envrironment has been started. Study of Micronutrients and Al and
Zn in blood Serum has been taken jgintvith BIRDEM and
BSMMU. Special research grants were obtained from the Ministry of
Science and Technology.

Theoretical Physics is one of the most important of fundamental
sciences. It won't be an exaggeration to say that in fact it is the most
significant original and basic science because it deals with the
"underlying” laws behind most of Physics and the whole of
Chemistry and Biological Sciences. In the words of Dirac who is
one of the greatest Theoretical Physicist of all thalengside
Maxwel,Ei nst ein and Schrodinger:
mechanics is now almost complete. The underlying physical laws
necessary for the mathematical theory of a large part of physics and
the whole of chemistry are thus completely known." In fact we know
that the complete theory governing a large part of Particle Physics
and the whole of Condensed Matter Physics as well as Chemistry
and Complex Biological Systems are contained within a single
mathematical construct that is the Lagrangian of Quantum
Electradynamics.

The scope of Theoretical Physics is probably the biggest in anything
that a man could do in his [H&me. It surpasses every other cerebral
subject that man has ever contemplated. For example, Biology deals
only with life and living organisms; l@mistry is all to do with
elements, compounds as well as the changes they undergo during
chemical reactions but Physics in general and Theoretical Physics in

AThe
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particular has something or the other to do with everything as it
seeks to understand the wholeiwerse. It tries to comprehend and
explain how everything from the DNA in an organism to the stars
and galaxies, are made up from the same fundamental constituents.
Even Mathematics seems like a pillar and the tool and language of
something greater, whicis Theoretical Physics. A key difference
between Physics and Mathematics is that sifdeysics Is
ultimately concernedwith accounts of the material world, it
assesses its theories by comparing the predictions of its theories with
data obtained from obsettions and experimentations, whereas
Mathematics is concerned with abstract patterns, not restricted by
those observed in the real world. The distinction, however, is not
always cleacut. There is a large area of research intermediate
between Physics aMathematics, known as Mathematical Physics.
The range of the scope of Theoretical Physics outmatches any known
discipline in the history of human knowledge. It covers a remarkable
range of magnitude of physical gquantities. At one end, it studies
phenomea at the very small scale of length ¢40n or even less)
comprising of electrons, protons, etc.; at the other end, it deals with
astronomical phenomena at the scale of galaxies or even the entire
universe whose magnitude is of the order df i@ The two length
scales differ by a factor of {0or yet more!!!

(Hons.) and M.Com degrees were changed
to BBA and MBA degrees respectively. From the same academic
session, the Year BBA Program was introduced in place efear
B.Com. (Hons) Program. The ogear M.Com. Program waalso
renamed as MBA Program. During the year 2004, two more
Departments were created under this Faculty namely, the Department
of Banking and the Department of Management Information Systems
(MIS). During the academic session2@®008, two other
Departmets were also added to this Faculty namely, the Department
of Tourism & Hotel Management and the Department of
International Business as per resolution of the Syndicate of the
University Dhaka dated 20.10.2006 and 19.02.2007. Later on two
Departments were renamed as Department of Tourism &
Hospitality Management instead of Department of Tourism & Hotel
Management and Department of Banking & Insurance instead of
Department of Banking. During the year 2016, one more Department
was created under this Facultgamely, the Department of
Organization Strategy and Leadership as per resolution of the
Syndicate of the University Dhaka dated 21.06.2016 .
